The second part of the 
Liturgy is the extended Liturgy of the 
Word proclaiming the events of 
salvation history leading up to the 
Gospel of the Resurrection.  The third 
part of the Liturgy is the celebration 
of the Sacraments of Baptism and 
Confirmation for our RCIA 
Catechumens and Candidates, along 
with the Renewal of Baptismal 
Promises for all who are present.  The 
celebration concludes with the fourth 
part: The Liturgy of the Eucharist.  It is 
truly a most holy night!
