Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy
Communion regularly, have their children attending a
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married,
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of
the Catholic Church.

On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m.

A Message from the Pastor

The Christmas season concluded with the Feast of the Baptism of
the Lord last Sunday. We have now entered into Ordinary Time
in our Church calendar that will last until we begin the Holy
Season of Lent on Ash Wednesday, February 26.

A friend of mine recently shared with me something that he
posted in his bulletin that I would like to share with you. Steve
Jobs was the co-founder, Chairman and CEO of Apple Corporation
who died a billionaire in 2011, at age 56, after losing his battle
with pancreatic cancer. He posted the following observations just
prior to his death when he knew it was imminent. This is an excerpt
from Jobs’ final essay called “The World’s Six Best Doctors.”

“I reached the pinnacle of success in the business world. In some
others’ eyes, my life is the epitome of success. However, aside
from work, I have little joy. In the end, my wealth is only a fact of
life that I am accustomed to. At this moment, lying on my bed and
recalling my life, I realize that all the recognition and wealth that
1 took so much pride in have paled and become meaningless in
the face of my death.

You can employ someone to drive the car for you, make money for
you but you cannot have someone suffer your sickness for you.
Material things lost can be found or replaced. But there is one
thing that can never be found when it’s lost — Life. Whichever
stage in life you are right now, with time, you will face the day
when the curtain comes down.

Treasure love for your family, love for your spouse, love for your
friends. Treat yourself well and cherish others. As we grow older,
and, hopefully wiser, we realize that a $300 or a $30 watch both
tell the same time. You will realize that your true inner happiness
does not come from the material things of this world. Whether
you fly first class or economy, if the plane goes down, you go
down with it.

Therefore, I hope you realize, when you have mates, buddies and
old friends, brothers and sisters who you chat with, laugh with,
talk with, sing with and talk about heaven and earth, that is true
happiness!

Don’t educate your children to be rich. Educate them to be
happy. So when they grow up, they will know the value of things
and not the prices. Eat your food as your medicine, otherwise you
will have to eat medicine as your food.

There is a big difference between a human being and being human.
Only a few really understand it. You are loved when you are
born. You will be loved when you die. In between, you have to
manage!

The six best doctors in the world are sunlight, rest, exercise, diet,
self-confidence and friends. Maintain them in all stages and enjoy
a healthy life.”

My friends, the only thing I would add to Steve Jobs’ thought-
provoking essay... is to pray every day and keep God at the
center of your life...for when you have God in your life...you
have everything you truly need.

Good advice for us all as we start the year 2020!

God bless you and may Our Lady of Victory watch over you and
protect you!

During these
weeks we also get to know Jesus. We begin to understand more
deeply our relationship to Jesus and what that relationship

means for us, who are “called to be holy” (1 Corinthians 1:2).
