To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date.
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage
preparation program.

Letters of Recommendation:
Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy
Communion regularly, have their children attending a
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married,
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of
the Catholic Church.

Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m.

First Friday:
On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m.

Update in Response to Coronavirus Concerns

Our diocese continues to issue new guidelines in response to the
growing concerns about the Coronavirus. The U.S. CDC
recommends everyday preventative actions to help prevent the
spread of respiratory illnesses such as Coronavirus.

Avoid close contact with people who are sick.

Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth.

Stay home when you are sick.

Cover your cough or sneeze into a tissue or your elbow
vs. your hand (you can spread germs when touching
items after coughing or sneezing into your hand).

e  Ensure everyone (priests, deacons, Extraordinary
Ministers of Holy Communion, etc.) maintains good
hygiene, especially at Mass and parish gatherings. The
best way of protecting us from spread is for everyone
to use universal good hygiene, which will effectively
disrupt spread of the virus.

Summary of the Readings
Third Sunday of Lent

', the savior

of the world
Each time today’s Gospel story is read, I can’t help but think of
the many television commercials I’ve seen depicting perspiring
athletes lifting a beverage to their lips while the scorching sun
beats down on them. Our culture has definite ideas about how
to quench thirst. Today, those ideas are turned upside down.
The Samaritan woman operates, initially, on the TV commercial
level. She asks Jesus for the flowing water so that she will not
have to keep coming to the well. Jesus then talks about what
real thirst is, and how he, and he alone, can quench that thirst.
Lent calls us to find those places deep within ourselves where
we thirst. In our thirst, as did the Israelites, we cry out to God
asking for springs of living water. Deep down we know that
only the Lord can satisfy these thirsts.

e  Ensure ministers of the Eucharist sanitize their hands
before and after distributing Holy Communion.

e It is important to note again that Catholics have the
obligation to attend Mass on Sundays and other Holy
Days of Obligation (Code of Canon Law, canon 1247).
However, extraordinary circumstances, such as serious
sickness, excuse the faithful from this obligation.

Finally, let us continue to pray for the safety and well-being of
all the people in our community and for the many people who
are struggling and suffering as a result of the Coronavirus.
Further updates will be given when the situation changes.
