Our Parish offers a special Pre-Baptism preparation
program for parents who desire to share their faith with
their children. Parents-to-be must attend this class prior to
the birth of their child. Baptisms are usually scheduled
two times each month. Call the Rectory to register for
classes. Godparents must be Confirmed and practicing
Catholics. Non-parishioners are required to have a Letter
of Recommendation to serve as a sponsor.

Sacrament of Marriage:
To be married in the Basilica, you must be an active
parishioner for at least 9 months prior to setting a date.
Engaged couples should contact the pastor before making
other wedding arrangements. Couples are required to
attend a Pre-Cana Conference, or equivalent pre-marriage
preparation program.

Letters of Recommendation:
Recommendations to act as sponsors for Baptism or
Confirmation can be issued only to registered members of
Our Lady of Victory Parish who have received the
Sacrament of Confirmation, attend Mass and receive Holy
Communion regularly, have their children attending a
Catholic school or Religious Education class. If married,
the marriage must be in conformity with the regulations of
the Catholic Church.

Devotions:
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament begins immediately
after the 12:10 p.m. Mass in the Basilica on Fridays and
concludes with Benediction at 5:00 p.m.

First Friday:
On the eve of the First Friday of each month there are
confessions from 3:00 to 4:00 p.m. Mass is celebrated at
7:30 p.m. on First Friday.

Care of the Sick:
Please notify the rectory office for a visit to any family
member who is sick, in the hospital or confined to home.
Regular home Communion visits are usually on the First
Friday of the month by a priest, deacon, or minister of the
Eucharist.

A Message from the Pastor

On Tuesday, September 3, 2019, we are pleased and honored to
welcome His Eminence Francesco Cardinal Monterisi to Our Lady
of Victory Basilica, when he will come for a tour and also to celebrate
the 12:10 PM Mass. Cardinal Monterisi is the Archpriest Emeritus
of the Papal Basilica of St. Paul Outside-the-Walls in Rome, Italy.
He was proclaimed a Cardinal by Pope Benedict XVI in 2010 and
participated in the Papal Conclave of March 2013, which elected
Pope Francis. Cardinal Monterisi is visiting mutual friends of mine
who live on Grand Island and they asked if I would welcome His
Eminence for a tour and the opportunity to celebrate Mass. The
Mass is open to the public and all are most welcome to attend.

This weekend, August 31-September 1, we are also pleased to
welcome Rev. Kevin G. Creagh, C.M., newly appointed President-
Rector of Christ the King Seminary in East Aurora. Fr. Kevin will
be preaching at all the weekend Masses about the Seminary and the
treasure that it is for our diocese. More than ever today, we need
well-educated, professional leaders for the future of our Church.
Christ the King Seminary provides the best solution to do that.
Seminarians, deacon candidates, clergy, religious, and laity are
educated together in the same classroom and ministerial experiences.
This allows them to learn from each other as they seek to develop
collaborative working relationships they will then carry forward in
their later service to the people of God. Potential deacons and lay
ministers can pursue ministerial and theological master’s degrees
they would otherwise not be able to obtain in Western New York.
Christ the King Seminary’s students are the hope for the future.

Currently we have 28 seminarians enrolled, up from just 12 a
few years ago. Over 100 students are enrolled at the seminary in
graduate and continuing education programs, including the 28
seminarians. Eight seminarians were ordained to the priesthood for
our diocese on June 1, 2019. We are very blessed here at Our Lady
of Victory Basilica to have one of the newly ordained, Father Justin
Steeg, assigned to us as our Parochial Vicar. Father Justin is an
excellent example of the high caliber of fine priests that Christ the
King Seminary is preparing for the present and future leadership of
our Church here in the Diocese of Buffalo. Please support the
seminary in the 2019 Appeal that will be taken up in our parish on
the weekend of September 7-8th. Thank you!
