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As Our Lady of Victory National Shrine & Basilica approaches its
100™ Anniversary (2021-2026), it has unfortunately experienced
an increasing number of structural issues that are threatening its
integrity. These issues are beyond the internal financial capacity
of our parish.

The Basilica Roof and Storm Pipe Drain System has been
dysfunctional for years and includes the internal, vertical
downspouts that are contained within columns on the walls of
the Basilica, as well as the drainage system outside the Basilica
that was established to get water away from the structure, which
is comprised of collapsed and plugged clay pipes and tiles.

With the recent storms and heavy rains, it has become critically
apparent that certain areas of the Basilica need to be addressed
immediately. There are three main areas where the issue is most
prevalent:

¢ Inside the Basilica proper between Stations of the Cross
12 & 13.
Estimated cost of repair is $40,000

¢ In the northwest corner of the Gift Shop.
Estimated cost of repair is $40,000

¢ In the eastern hallway outside of the Gift Shop and
Museum.
Estimated cost of repair is $20,000

The total estimated cost portion of the restoration project is
$100,000.00.

I am deeply grateful to a team of people, including our
Maintenance Staff here at Our Lady of Victory Homes of
Charity, along with the support of our Diocesan Buildings &
Properties and Engineers, who are all working together to
resolve the drainage system problem and the restoration work
that it entails.

If you are interested in supporting the restoration project, which
will aid in preserving the grandeur of the Basilica for years to
come, simply place your contribution inside one of the donation
envelopes, located near the construction site in the Basilica and
note your gift is for the Basilica Roof and Storm Pipe Drain
System Project.
